120 vintage and classic sport-
ing automobiles from this romantic era are displayed on the
lawn and the guests vote for their favorites. Awards are pre-
sented at the charity brunch in the new Ballroom.

The evenings are not excluded from the festivities,
with a host of now famous receptions taking place for the
Classic’s guests and participants, including the Wednesday
Artists’ Preview at The Breakers, the Thursday Private Jet
Party at Jet Aviation, the Friday ShowBoats Yacht Hop at
the Rybovich Yacht Club and the Saturday Awards Gala
Dinner at The Breakers.
